Friday-Sunday, September 2-4, 2011 

Alumni, Former Staff, Family and Friends of NCJC (and NICE).   Welcome to the NCJC 
Reunion 2011 at Camp Manatawny!  Here is information regarding food, housing, fees and 
general information.  We will update you periodically.  We ask every guest to be considerate of 
others, follow all camp regulations, and please take care of all camp property that may be used. 

Registration fee per person is $15 for the event for individuals (for whatever length of time you 
attend --Children age 5 and below admitted free.)  The Registration Family Plan is $30 for the 
whole weekend.  Fees cover the cost of our advertising, camp utilities, miscellaneous approved 
program costs, and camp facilities usage for meetings.     

There are two meal options for the weekend.  The regular meal plan is $30 for 6 meals at camp 
(Friday evening dinner through Sunday breakfast.)  For those who are staying off-campus or at 
camp only one day, you may buy a two-meal plan at $10. There is also a reduced rate for 
children ages 2-4 and children under 2 are free.  There is no discount for a single meal.  The $10 
two meal plan is reasonable even if you only want a single meal.  The camp needs a stable 
number to offer food service and provide food service at a reasonable rate.  Food is good, 
nutritious and plentiful.     

Accommodations in summer camper cabins are free.  (They are not heated or air-conditioned, 
and guests use central bathhouses.)  Bring sleeping bag or bedding, pillow, towels, and 
toiletries.) Please reserve a spot in advance.  First-come, first-served.  These cabins sleep 9. 

Accommodations in rental cabins have variable pricing.  Contact Tom or Cris in the camp 
office for pricing and reservations at 610-689-0173 or tscarsella@windstream.net.   Rental units 
have heat, air conditioning, microwave, a small bathroom with shower, sofa, table and 4 bunk 
beds.  Bring sleeping bag/bedding, pillow, towels, and toiletries.  First-come, first served.  These 
sell out quickly. 

Accommodations in area hotels:  We have obtained rates and held some rooms at area hotels.  
You will need to make your reservations as early as possible. (Suggested before July 1.)    

Reading Crowne Plaza Hotel – 1741 Papermill Road, Reading, PA 19610.  Phone:  610-376-
3811 It is a nicer hotel with an enclosed pool.  Convenient to major shopping. Located 30 
minutes from camp.  They have given us an excellent rate of $89 plus tax per night. 

 



Comfort Inn Pottstown – SR #100 and Shoemaker Road, Pottstown, PA 19464 Phone: 610-
326-5000  This hotel is located about 15-20 minutes from camp. Restaurants near hotel.  The 
price is $97 per night plus tax. 

Ramada Inn – 1600 Industrial Highway, Pottstown, PA 19444 Phone: 610-327-3300 – located 
about 15-20 minutes from camp.  Right off Route #422, a primary artery near camp. Rooms with 
2 doubles are $65 plus tax.  Other rooms may be negotiated at that price.   

Other hotels in the area: Quality Inn of Pottstown or Econolodge of Pottstown  

Twin Turrets Bed and Breakfast – 11 East Philadelphia Avenue, Boyertown, PA 19512 
Located in the old (but safe) town of Boyertown about 10 minutes from camp.  This is owned by 
current Boyertown mayor, Marianne Deery, who is a great hostess.  It was originally the home of 
the Boyer family of “Boyertown.”  It is a beautiful place with gorgeous antiques in the rooms.  
There are only 10 rooms, but they are large and each is uniquely decorated.  Prices range from 
$115 to $139.50. 10% discount for camp guests.
